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October saw the re-institution of the
traditional Tilford Village Harvest
Supper which had not occurred in
Tilford for over 15 years.

Borne out of the gem of an idea from
an All Saints Church Council meeting
in the summer, Jayne Sylvester,
Yvonne Fairlamb, Sue Small, Mary
Carter and Charlotte Turner, from

All Saints Church, set about reviving
the concept of a Harvest Supper
involving the whole village.

In a 'light bulb' moment, and with
the village and shop being faced
with the Tilford East bridge closing
for some months, it was suggested
that Para and Mercy, at the village
shop, should be asked to provide a
Sri Lankan-themed Harvest Supper.
Para and Mercy heartedly agreed and

this all came to fruition at the Tilford
Institute on the evening of Saturday
October 19. Proceeds from a raffle
on the night with many local prizes
and vouchers would go directly to
Tilford Institute funds.

Originally 80 tickets went on sale
for the event, however these rapidly
sold out and another 40 more tickets
were added. In the end, a total of
120 villagers attended the event
which was in aid of the Village Shop

and Tilford Institute.

On the night, the Main Hall and the
Centenary Room of the Institute were
beautifully decorated with bright
table cloths in the orange and gold
colours of the Sri Lankan flag and
gorgeous aromas wafted from the
kitchen as the villagers arrived. Para
and Mercy (immaculately dressed

in their chefs uniforms) cooked and
served an incredibly delicious main

meal of three different curries and
accompaniments, supplemented
by over 20 varieties of puddings
gratefully donated by the men and
women folk of Tilford.

Guitar and song/music by “Peter”
filled the institute with party and
festive atmosphere.

Ticket takings of £1200 and round-
robin of £136 on the night went
directly to the shop; raffle takings
amounted to £310 went directly to
the Institute.

It is hoped that the “Harvest Supper”
baton will be passed on to Tilford
Village organisations such as the WI,
or Garden Club and will continue to
exist as an annual social event for the
village.

Tilford East Bridge
Refurbishment

Tilford East Bridge is an early 12th
century example of a packhorse
bridge — these were built as a series
of arches with low parapets to
allow passage of horse with loaded
panniers. The bridge was constructed
from local ironstone by monks from
the nearby Waverley Abbey, one
of a series of 14 similar structures
between Farnham and Godalming.
The western arch is of brick
construction and was added in the
19th century, probably in an effort
to improve water flow under the
bridge and to reduce flooding
to neighbouring properties. The
cantilevered footway and timber
rails were added in the 1960's. Surrey
County Council undertook a program
of bridge strengthening in the late
‘90's and Tilford Bridge received a
reinforced concrete slab structure,
new timber beams and footway as
part of these works. The structural
timbers have rotted quite quickly and
the County deemed it necessary to
undertake remedial works to ensure
public safety, the alternative being to
close the footway. The bridge has also
suffered a number of vehicle strikes
and some form of containment was
also required — but as the bridge
is a Scheduled Ancient Monument
options were somewhat limited.

The current works are to remove
the timber beams supporting the
footway and timber railing and
replace these with steel beam with
timber coverings — maintaining the
look of the structure. Modifications
to the concrete slab will provide
insitu cast concrete kerbing as the
vehicle constraint.

Since the last rebuild in 1997 views
on heritage have changed with
Historic England having a much
greater say in what may be done.
The granted Scheduled Monument
Consent specified that the removal
of the stone needed to be carried
out with hand tools and any use of
power tools needed justification and
Historic England approval. Similarly
the rebuild of the stone work must
be undertaken using traditional
lime mortar. This is a very slow
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setting mortar and is much more a
temperature dependent material
than modern mortars. Historic
England have also needed to approve
the type and colour of the mortar, as
well as the type and source of the
oak timbers.

Environmentally, there are periods
when no work in the river may take
place due to fish spawning seasons.
The Wey supports both coarse and
salmonid fish — trout and grayling
- and they have differing spawning
seasons. Salmonid from November
to January and coarse from March
to June. Work within the river has
been permitted by the Environment
Agency explicitly outside of these
periods. The Environment Agency
have also granted permits for both
the temporary footbridge and the
working scaffolding.

Early in the project, services crossing
boththebridgeandtheriverhadbeen
identified and the requisite bodies
informed of our intended works.
Consultation was necessary with
these bodies to establish exclusion
zones in advance, so that the design
and positioning of the temporary
footbridge and working scaffolding
could be considered. As BT's service
currently ran through the structure
they have temporarily diverted their
service across the footbridge, which
on completion of work will be re
positioned outside the structure on
the new footway. During the early
stages of construction an unknown
cable was discover in the river and
this was eventually found to be in
the remit of Scottish and Southern
Energy, but until this was made safe
all works had to cease. The cable
was not only a hazard to the work
force: it was not known whether
it powered half of Tilford and the
surrounding area.

Works are now back on schedule
and an end date of August 2020 is
being worked to. The County Council
are working closely with the Parish
Council as we realise the works are
having an effect on local life and we
will update and provide information
where we can in an effort to minimise
disruption. We are also committed
to providing a monthly newsletter
to the Parish informing of works
progress updates.

Have a Green
Christmas

Christmas is nearly upon us. It's a
time when many of us celebrate and
consume rather too much. Some may
worry about the expanding waistline
or the recycling bin full of empty wine
bottles. Others will want to minimise
their impact on the environment and
here are a few tips and suggestions
to do just that.

It seems every Christmas, the
decorations and present wrapping
gets more glitzy. The problem is that

a lot of it is plastic and completely
unrecyclable. Avoid plastic coated
wrapping paper or, better still, use a
decorated bag that can be used again.
There are plenty for sale on eBay and
Amazon and they cost less than flat
wrapping paper. Glitter is also lovely
but really bad for the environment as
it just ends up in the ground or the
sea — as well as on your face several
weeks after Christmas, much to the
delight of your work colleagues!

Toy companies can make just about
anything from red/yellow/blue/white
plastic but with children, certainly
young ones, they get bored of them
quickly. Consider buying second
hand plastic toys and donate them
to charity or sell them online when
you are done with them rather than
throwing them away. Better still,
choose wooden toys that will last
longer and don’t use so much plastic.
Just check they have the European CE
mark and/or the British Lion mark.

If you plan to have a real Christmas
tree, find out where you can “cut

your own” locally. Conservation
groups would be delighted if you cut
down a small pine as it helps them
keep heathland clear. You need to
check where and when this is taking
place as it changes each year.
Crackers are fun at Christmas dinner
but the jokes in them are dreadful
and the plastic toy usually goes in the
bin after the meal. If you are feeling
creative, you can buy kits to make
your own and even personalise them
to your family and guests.

If you are stuck for an idea of what
to give someone for a present,
rather than buying something they
dont need or want, why not get
them something that will make
them feel good or that will be useful
throughout the year or even longer.
You could give someone membership
to the RSPB, the Rural Life Centre,
another charity or buy them a tree
(just the right time to plant it as well

or buy it from a rewilding group that
will plant it for you).

If you can avoid travelling during the
break, so much the better. But if you
do need to, consider offsetting the
carbon from your journey. A return
economy flight to Australia produces
about 6 tonnes of CO2! That's about
80% of a UK person’s entire annual
production. But even if you are just
visiting auntie Nellie in Margate,
there are many companies offering
carbon offsetting for travel. www.
carbonfootprint.com is one and
you can choose the programme to
support.

So, you've done what you can to
reduce your consumption but there
is still a big pile of waste that could
end up in the rubbish bin. Check
what can be collected in household
recycling but also have a look at

www.Terracycle.com. It's a specialist
company that collects and processes
a wide range of things that aren’t
collected by household recycling e.g.
crisp packets, pet food pouches and
many more. There are several drop-
off locations not too far away.

And finally, while enjoying Christmas
and the New Year, do remember that
for some it can be a difficult time of
year. A random act of generosity can
make you feel really good and could
make a huge difference to someone
you don’t know.

Garden Hints for November/

December.

o Plant spring bulbs and
bedding plants, trees, shrubs, roses,
and hedges.

. Dig up and divide herbaceous
plants and re-plantin a new  situation.
o Prune roses and fruit trees,
tidy up deciduous shrubs, and take
hardwood cuttings.

o Harvest and store apples and
pears. After leaves have dropped
apply a "winter wash" to stems.

o Cut out fruited stems of
blackberries and autumn raspberries.
o Protect tender plants by
bringing inside, or insulate with
straw, bracken, or fleece.

o Rake up leaves from beds,
borders and out of the pond, and put
them on the compost heap.

o Clear out old vegetable crops,
dig over vacant ground and work in
well rotted manure or compost.

o Sow broad bean Aquadulce
for an early summer crop, and plant
garlic bulbs.

o Clean the  greenhouse,
ventilate when possible, and make
sure the heating system is working.

o Spike lawns to improve
drainage, scarify and apply an
autumn lawn food and mosskiller.
